Young people are often forced to work in low paid shop, bar, catering, office or factory work. Many of these jobs are casual, agency or part-time work in unsafe working conditions. The minimum wage levels are too low and are not enough to live on.  Many apprentices are exempt from the minimum wage. This is forcing increasing numbers of young people in poverty.

Young people are the future of the trade union movement, yet a recent TUC report announced that only 11% of workers under the age of 24 are union members. We believe it is urgent that the trade unions recruit more young workers and help build their confidence to take on low paying, bullying employers to fight for better pay and working conditions. 

Our members in workplaces have recently launched our ‘Fight for your rights at work - Low pay – No way!’ campaign. We have produced a leaflet with some of the main rights at work young people have, posters and a petition. We have also produced a young workers’ pack which explains why young people should be members of a trade union and gives some ideas for organising in their workplaces.
